Starting around July, you will actually use these materials to teach elementary students or multicultural families as a Field Educator-and you will receive a separate teaching fee of at least 40,000 KRW per session.
· The Goal: After completing the program, you can use these materials to actually teach children or multicultural families in the global and local community!

🤝 Team Formation & Language Barrier
· Team Structure: Each team will have 2 Korean students and 1 International student.
· "I don't have a team!" 👉 No problem! You can apply as an individual, and we will match you with friendly Korean teammates during the 2nd session. If you already have Korean friends you want to work with, write your "Team Name" on the application.
· "My Korean isn't perfect!" 👉 That is 100% okay! The main goal is cross-cultural communication. You can use translation apps, English, and body language. Sharing your home country's culture is your most important role!
